THE urge to sew is back in fashion
among younger women after skip-
ping a generation, says teacher
Janet Olgivie of The Sewing
School.

‘‘I can’t speak for everyone but
my generation seemed more fo-
cused on careers and didn’t make
the time to learn to sew,’’ she says.

Janet says there are many
reasons behind the new trend,
with some being inspired by their
grandmothers’ sewing skills and
others intrigued by what they see
in clothing stores.

‘‘In many cases in the shops it’s
all about the look and not how it’s
put together, which says a lot
about our society.’’

Class sizes at The Sewing
School, Norwood, are limited to
eight students, so Janet says ‘‘our

waiting lists have got longer’’.
‘‘Even the people who supply our
sewing machines say they’re ex-
periencing greater demand.’’

She says the women, and a few
blokes, enrolled in her sewing
classes come from different back-
grounds.

‘‘We have a couple of architects
and a doctor who love coming
here. It’s very relaxing for a lot of
people.’’

One woman, who has been at-
tending for 15 years regards it as
a social outing.

‘‘They just love to sew, it’s their
passion,’’ Janet says.
